Sincailtimate intent of Sudanese divestment
IS to protect the victims of genocide, it is img@ort to tailor divestment so as to have
maximal impact on the government of Sugarehavior, while minimizing potential harm to
innocent Sudanese. Divestment should thereforargeted to those companies that have a
business relationship with the government or gavem-created project, impart minimal
benefit to the countty underprivileged, have expressed no significargarate governance
policy regarding the current situation in Darfuddrave proven unresponsive to attempts at
shareholder engagement. Targeted divestment eipbeicludes the vast majority of
companies in Sudan, including those tied to thecalyural sector, distribution of general
consumer goods, promotion of non-oil-related irtiiature development in underprivileged
regions of the country, and those involved in th@/sion of goods and services intended to
relieve human suffering or to promote welfare, tieaducation, and religious and spiritual
activities.
